Camping Equipment for
Winter Indoor Family “Camp-In”
This list assumes the cubs are staying in an indoor facility with bunks (or similar), running water, kitchen, space to spead out and play games, etc (like the Conference Center at Treasure Valley)
Clothing

· Shirts, shoes, underwear, socks, pants, etc. (avoid cotton like blue jeans and cotton sweatshirts if possible, as they take longer to dry and aren’t generally as warm)
· Fleece layers to stay warm outside
· Hiking boots or winter snow boots
· Sneakers for indoor use
· Winter coat, hat, gloves (mittens are better than fingered gloves for outdoor activities, as they keep the fingers together and warmer)

· Snowpants

· Extra socks and gloves
· Clothes/PJs for sleeping

· Rain gear

· Lightweight “stretchy gloves” are good when very active (e.g. hiking) and normal gloves are too warm
· Garbage bag for dirty clothes storage

Sleeping Supplies

· Sleeping bag

· Pillow
· Sleeping bag pad (e.g., foam pad or air mattress) if no bunks available
· Sheets (optional if bunks ARE available)
First Aid/Safety

· First aid kit (Optional; leaders will have one)
· Whistle

· Pencil/paper

Miscellaneous/optional
· Sunglasses

· Camera

· Cub Scout Handbooks (for signing off activities)
· Lantern
· Flashlight(s) (may want to bring extra batteries)
· Pocketknife (if you have the Whittlin chip card, or give to a parent if you intend to earn your card during the event)

· Watch

· Sports equipment, games (UNO, bingo, board games, chess/checkers, etc)
· Camp folding chairs for the campfire
· Binoculars

· Compass

· Map of the area

Food Prep

· Water bottle
· Optional fork/knife/spoon kit
· Everything else should be provided
Toiletries

· Washcloth

· Towel

· Soap (BIODEGRADABLE preferred)

· Toothbrush and toothpaste

· Twine or nylon line

· Thin wire
